Cloister of the Collegiate.

The Collegiate of Santa Juliana is one of the most
representative examples of Romanesque architecture of the
whole Cantabrian coast. Cloister is without doubt the main
characteristic of its construction. The work shows a synthesis
of the Romanesque iconography: fantastic animals, Norman
and Arabic geometrical interlaces and vegetable symbology.
